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PRESIDENT’S REPORT

Non multa sed multum
Pliny the Younger

In 1947, Countess Carolina Maraini-
Sommaruga donated her estate on the
Pincian Hill in Rome to the Swiss Con-
federation. A condition was attached to
the gift whereby this dwelling, magnifi-
cently situated in the heart of the eternal
city, should serve as a place of con-
tinuing education for graduates of Swiss
Hautes Ecoles and universities. The
Federal Council accepted the donation
and diligently fulfilled its duty by estab-
lishing the Istituto Svizzero of Rome,
whose charter specifies that it shall offer
young scientists and artists from Switzer-
land an occasion for further study and
development and favourable conditions
for undertaking original research and
artistic projects in ltaly.

Each year, following a competitive selec-
tion process, Istituto Svizzero welcomes
some ten scientific and artistic resi-
dents in Rome. The independent admis-
sions jury selects the candidates’ projects
(theses, research, creations) based on
their scientific or artistic merit, their rele-
vance to ltaly or /talianita, and their con-
tribution to fostering cultural ties between
the Italian-speaking communities of
Switzerland and ltaly.

Residencies are now also organised

in Milan and Palermo, where Istituto
Svizzero is constantly working to expand
its presence and activities.

In Rome, Milan, and Palermo, Istituto
Svizzero has created platforms for dia-
logue and exchange to facilitate resi-
dents in building international professional
networks with curators, researchers,

and visiting professors. This transdisci-
plinary residency programme in ltaly
provides scientific and artistic Fellows
an unparalleled avenue for advancing
their projects and careers.

A survey of 138 former Fellows (2012-
2022, with a response rate of 51.4%)
confirms that the residencies have had

a very positive impact on their scientific
or artistic careers (68% and 86% posi-
tive responses, respectively). The residen-
cies have also greatly facilitated the artists
and scientists in growing their profes-
sional networks in Italy and Switzerland
(86% positive responses). They played

a major role in obtaining funding or work
for 73% of respondents and 82% de-
scribed them as significantly rewarding
experiences both professionally and
personally.

Istituto Svizzero is not only a showcase
for Swiss culture and creativity, but also
a centre for advanced study and re-
search, in line with the wishes of its gen-
erous donor and the Swiss Confederation.

Forge and develop contacts, networks,
and collaborations in artistic and scientific
domains between Switzerland and Italy
(bilateral); forge, activate, and strengthen
international cooperation networks
(multilateral).

C

Promote Swiss education, research,
innovation, and contemporary art
creation in ltaly through activities,
services, digital spaces, and partnerships
that stimulate collaboration, based on the
aims and needs of the partners, taking
into account and encouraging sustainable
development in the longer term.

DIRECTOR’S REPORT

In a year marked not only by geopolitical
tensions but also full-blown wars and
internal conflicts, Istituto Svizzero organ-
ised many opportunities to reflect on

the current state of affairs of our Western
societies and theirimpact on the planet.
Enriched by the visions of artists and
scientific research, the transdisciplinary
programme engaged over 41,000 par-
ticipants. This warm audience reception
confirms the continuing interest in our
artistic and scientific projects in Italy.
The collective exhibition ON LOVE, dedi-
cated to love as a political gesture or
action, was an enormous success with
more than 12,000 visitors, as was Dispute,
staged in collaboration with the Inter-
national Committee of the Red Cross
(ICRC), exploring cybertechnologies and
data security.

Istituto Svizzero welcomed 30 residents
(Fellows and senior fellows) in the

three cities—Rome, Milan, and Palermo—
and two new residency programmes.
The Fellows pursued their work in

a stimulating environment conducive to
research and exploration, networking,
and transdisciplinary interchange. Four
summer school groups were hosted in
Rome and Palermo, often involving cross-
disciplinary projects with colleges and
universities, ranging from architecture to
ancient history and art history.

The digitalisation project continued in
the Bibliotheca Helvetica Romana series,
now available on the digital library plat-
form, featuring catalogues produced by
the artists between the late 1950s and
the year 1999.

All'in all, as you will learn from this report,
it has been a very intense year full of new
projects and innovations.
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The 2023/2024 residencies maintained
their customary brisk pace, with individ-
ualevents—Pomeriggi—in which eachresi-
dent publicly presented his or her work,
all very well received with a total of 950
participants.

The final event, SPEAKING NEARBY,
organised with the Italian curator
Piersandra Di Matteo, provided an over-
view of the Fellows’ research work be-
fore a mixed audience of professionals,
regulars, and newcomers, bringing
together nearly 1,400 people in June.
The event was complemented by a trans-
disciplinary publication.

The new academic year began at the end
of September with the introduction of

all the new 2024/2025 Fellows and the
presentation of their projects for Rome,
Milan, and Palermo. The evening event
drew in numerous professionals specially
invited to create connections, and con-
cluded with an outdoor concert.

The first study trip to Palermo allowed

all the Fellows of the three cities to meet.
They took part in the inauguration of

the exhibition Lately I've Been Listening
Again or Memorymemorymemory123!

by Nina Emge at the Officine Bellotti,
with the artist present, giving them a fur-
ther opportunity to become familiar with
the Palermo art scene.

Studio visits for artists took place through-
out the spring, allowing the Fellows to
network locally and internationally, broad-
ening their professional contacts while
finding further stimulation for their respec-
tive pursuits.

This year’s resident study trips, work-
shops, and visits once again explored
[taly, from a study visit to Trieste to tours
of 1980s social housing architecture

in Rome (Corviale).

The Roma/Milano/ Palermo Calling resi-
dency programme announcement elicited
responses from 108 candidates, from
which a high-potential multidisciplinary
community of Fellows could be drawn for

academic year 2024/2025 (5 post docs,
5 doctoral students, 6 visual artists,

a musician, 2 filmmakers, a choreogra-
pher/dancer, and a curator. Of these,

5 with a master of art degree), all of them
participants in international events or
having won awards in Switzerland. A film-
maker and an architecture historian
shared the Milan residency. In Palermo,
an architecture historian and a visual
artist took advantage of the classical resi-
dency at Palazzo Butera. A young cura-
tor was in residence at Palazzo Branciforte
and the new Art and Sciences duo
(Visual Arts/Architecture) at the Sant’Elia
Foundation further expanded our trans-
disciplinary community of Fellows

in Sicily.

The committees and the final jury were
able to base their decisions on the
excellence of the work of the selected
candidates: researchers having con-
ducted a number of post-doctoral scien-
tific projects and artists holding Master’s
degrees and often recipients of fed-

eral grants and already embarked on pro-
mising careers. During their residency,
several artists organised exhibitions, per-
formances, or concerts in Switzerland

or abroad.

The Senior Fellowship programme
welcomed ten leading figures—profes-
sors, researchers, authors, or artists:
Gianni D’Amato, Monica Klingler, Quinn
Latimer, Thomas Maissen, Elena Mango,
Matthieu Mégevand, Patrick Michel,
Sylvia Sasse, Franziska Schutzbach,
and Christian Windler. They all played
an active role in life at Istituto Svizzero
and in daily exchanges with the resi-
dents in Rome (see details in the Senior
Fellows list).

ROMA CALLING FELLOWS
2023/2024

Jacopo Belloni (1992) is an artist
living and working in Geneva. His re-
search explores the imaginative,
narrative and symbolic diversions that
societies adopt to cope with states
of crisis. His sculptural works and per-
formances refer to vernacular cul-
ture, a symbolic and superstitious uni-
verse that continues to resonate

in our contemporary world. He holds
a Work.Master at HEAD - Geneve
(2021) and has exhibited in various
institutions and spaces such as
Kunsthalle, Berne; Forde, Geneva;
Aargauer Kunsthaus, Aarau; Palazzo
Re Rebaudengo, Guarene (TO).

In Rome, he continued his research
into the traditions of the Italian rural
world as a way of dealing with states
of crisis and ‘cultural apocalypse’,
influenced by the theories of anthro-
pologist Ernesto de Martino.

Valentine Bernasconi (1994) is a PhD
student in the field of Digital visual
studies at the University of Zurich.

In her research project, she seeks to
understand the implications and
meanings of hand gestures in early
modern paintings, also addressing the
complex role of the computer tool

in the practice of art history. She holds
an engineering degree in Digital
Humanities from EPFL and studied
computer science and art history

at the University of Fribourg. In Rome,
she continued her research between
computer science and art history

in a dialogue between historians,
technicians and institutions involved
in these processes.

Chloé Delarue (1986) is an artist
living and working in Geneva. Through
the complex relationships of digital
technologies with the living, she
observes the alteration of reality dis-
rupting our systems of representa-
tion and identification. Her work

has been exhibited in institutions
such as the Musée des Beaux-Arts
de la Chaux-de-Fonds, Kunsthaus
Langenthal, Salle de Bains in Lyon and
the Villa du Parc in Annemasse,
Windhager von Kaenel in Zurich and
most recently at the frank elbaz

gallery in Paris. In Rome, she realised
a new series of works reflecting on
the notions of reproducibility and simu-
lation by collecting representative
fragments of the mythical and contem-
porary history of the city, through

the use of photogrammetry.

Anthony Ellis (1986) is a researcher
at the Institute of Classical Philology
at the University of Bern. His research
focuses on ancient religion and
cross-cultural encounters. He studied
at Oxford and Edinburgh, where

his PhD thesis (2013) explored the
role of the gods in early Greek his-
torical thought. In Rome, he recon-
structed how the infamous Byzantine
philosopher and heretic, Gemistos
Pletho, rewrote ancient historical texts
and trace Pletho’s influence on the
Greek refugees who fled to Rome

in the wake of the Ottoman conquests.

Simone Holliger (1986) is an artist
living and working in Basel. Through
an experimental and process-based
approach, she creates large-scale
sculptures. Against the backdrop

of a stereotypically male sculptural
convention, Holliger’s sculptural
position oscillates between a sense
of tradition and formal rupture, ver-
tical force and organic finesse. In 2014,
she graduated from HEAD - Geneve.
She won the Swiss Art Award in 2019
and completed residencies in Berlin
(2020) and at the Cité Internationale
des Arts in Paris (2016). She has

had solo exhibitions at Kunsthaus
Baselland, Muttenz (2023); Musée des
Beaux-Arts La Chaux-de-Fonds
(2022); and La BF15 in Lyon (2022),
among others. Together with other
artists she has been running the off-
space PALAZZINA in Basel since
2019, which focuses on the inter-
weaving of living and exhibition space.
In Rome, she researched on con-
tent, forms and materials with refer-
ence to the urban and architectural
space of the city.

Jade Marie d’Avigneau (1994) is

a PhD candidate at the University of
Lausanne. She studied Art history
and Philosophy at the Universities of
Florence, Munich and Lausanne.
She received a faculty prize from the

Dante Alighieri Society for her Master’s
thesis. She has been in residence in
Naples to work on her doctoral thesis
on 16th century Neapolitan sculp-
ture. In Rome, she continued her re-
search and examine several aspects
of Neapolitan sculpture, social his-
tory and artistic exchanges during
this period.

Jacqueline Maurer (1984) is an art
historian and a film scholar, critic

and curator. In her research she ex-
amines interrelations between film,
architecture, urban environments and
rural landscapes. She was Postdoc
Fellow at the Collegium Helveticum,
research assistant at the FHNW

and at the gta at ETH Ziirich, and art
mediator at Kunstmuseum Basel.
Jacqueline studied art history and
German philology in Basel and London
and holds a PhD from the Depart-
ment of Film Studies at University of
Zurich. In Rome, she continued

with her interdisciplinary research
about rural landscapes and cinema.

Léa Katharina Meier (1989) is a mul-
tidisciplinary artist living and working
in Lausanne. Through performance,
textiles, drawing, video and writing,
her artistic practice develops narra-
tives in which failure, shame and
ridicule are forms of healing. In 2021,
she won the Jury Prize and the
Audience Award at the Swiss Perfor-
mance Award with the play Tous

les sexes tombent du ciel. In 2018 and
2019, she was in residence in the
spaces of Faap and Pivé in Sao Paulo
(BR). She has shown her work in
theaters and arts spaces such as the
Musée Cantonal des Beaux Arts

de Lausanne, Arsenic - Centre d’art
scénique contemporain, TU - Théatre
de I'Usine and Tunnel Tunnel. She

is a member of the translation collec-
tive BRASA. In Rome she continued
her research into the notions of
embarrassment, dirt and cleanliness
as opposed to a context laden with
the presence of the history of Christian-
ity and the history of Fascism.

Camilla Paolino (1991) is a researcher
and curator. She is currently doing
a PhD at the University of Geneva,
exploring the material nexus between
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reproductive and artistic work articu-
lated in 1970s ltaly. In parallel, she
co-runs the web-radio channel
CANALE MILVA and the artist-run
space One gee in fog in Geneva, and
collaborates on the 7 Winds research
project at Kunsthalle Bern. Other
recent projects have been presented
at PALAZZINA (Basel, 2021); Le
Commun (Geneva, 2021); Sonnenstube
(Lugano, 2020); Fri Art Kunsthalle
(Freiburg, 2020); Centre d’Art Contem-
porain d’Yverdon-les-Bains (2019).

In Rome, she pursued her PhD thesis
to shed light on the contribution of

art to the struggle for the reconfigura-
tion of the traditional sexual division

of labour and for the denaturalisation
of women'’s reproductive work.

Veronica Pecile (1989) conducts
research between law, critical theory
and theories of spatio-temporality.
Since 2023 she has been an affiliated
researcher at the Lucernaiuris-Institut
fuir Juristische Grundlagen of the
University of Lucerne. Previously, she
was a Postdoc Fellow at the Collegium
Helveticum (Zurich) and at Harvard
Law School. She holds a PhD in Law
and Social sciences from EHESS
(Paris) and a Master’s degree from
Sciences Po (Paris). In Rome, she
worked with institutions and artistic
platforms to investigate the legal
techniques and discourses through
which the ltalian colonies were
established.

Mia Sanchez (1988) is an artist living
and working in Basel. Her work ex-
plores the social structures and shifts
between the personal and the pub-

lic through the formats of video, photo-
graphy, and sculpture. She holds

a Master’s degree from the Institut
Kunst (FHNW) in Basel and her work
has been exhibited in several insti-
tutions such as Der Tank, Basel;
Stadtgalerie, Bern; Istituto Svizzero,
Milan. In 2020, she received the Basel-
Berlin Stipendium from the Berlin
Academy of Arts and in 2022 she re-
ceived the Swiss Art Awards. She
co-initiated the artist-run space River-
side. In Rome, Mia explored the im-
pact of urban space on leisure time
through a film-based work.

Sarina Scheidegger (1985) is

an artist and writer living and working
in Basel. Collaboration is one of

the fundamental aspects of her artis-
tic research and she often works

with other artists, performers and
musicians in joint formats. Perfor-
mance, printed matters and ceramics
are regularly combined in her projects
overlapping with other disciplines.
She holds a Master’s degree from the
Hochschule der Kiinste Bern (HKB)
and has received several international
fellowships and awards, including

the FLORA 2018 residency in Bogota
from Pro Helvetia’s Coincidencia
programme. Her work has been exhib-
ited in several institutions, such as
Istituto Svizzero in Rome; Museo de
la Inmigracion, Buenos Aires; Kunst-
museum Basel, Raven Raw Gallery,
London, Ausstellungsraum Klingental,
Basel. In Rome, she developed new
works that explore the relationship be-
tween amphorae and the current
debates on (hydro)feminism.

Anna-Lena Wolf (1984) is an anthro-
pologist with a thematic focus on
legal anthropology and the anthro-
pology of religion. She is currently
working as a Postdoc researcher and
lecturer at the Institute for Social

and Cultural Anthropology at the Martin
Luther University Halle-Wittenberg.
In 2018, she completed her PhD on
changing conceptions of justice in
the context of a labor law reform on
Indian tea plantations at the University
of Bern. She spent one year as a
visiting scholar at the Center for the
Study of Law & Governance at the
Jawaharlal Nehru University in Delhi.
In Rome, she conducted ethnographic
fieldwork on the relation between
legal change and divine agency

in canon law in central institutions

of the Roman Curia.

Silvia Groaz (1987) is a Postdoc re-
searcher in architectural history funded
by the Swiss National Science Foun-
dation for a joint research project
between the Université Catholique de
Louvain and Yale University. She ob-
tained her PhD in History and theory
of Architecture at EPFL Lausanne, and
a Master of Art in History of archi-
tecture at the Bartlett School of Archi-
tecture in London. She was a visiting
scholar at Columbia University in

New York and received grants from
the Getty Research Institute in Los
Angeles, the Swiss National Science
Foundation and the Construction
History Society. In Milan, she expanded
her current research on the inter-
sections between postwar art and
architecture practices through the
esoteric and ecological environments
of Nanda Vigo.

Romain Tronchin (1996) is a graphic
and type designer based in Geneva.
His work mainly focuses on visual
identity, custom typographic solutions
and editorial design. He holds a
Bachelor degree in Visual communica-
tion from HEAD - Genéve, (2019)
and a Master degree in Type design
from ECAL (2021). He collaborates
with several companies, offering

his practice as a graphic and type
designer. Since 2021, he is assisting
the degree course in Visual Com-
munication at HEAD - Genéve.

In Milan, he carried on his research on
football supporter’s visual culture,
exploring Milan’s cultural venues and
getting in direct contact with key
players in the field.

Dominik Miiller (1986) is an architect
and researcher at ETH Zurich. He

is currently studying within the SNFS-
funded research project Building
Identity: Character in Architectural
Debate and Design, 1750-1850.

He holds a degree from UdKin Berlin
and has worked for several archi-
tecture firms in Berlin and Zurich. In
Palermo, he will continue his research
on the reception of “Gothic” archi-
tecture between national identity and
Eastern projection in the 18th and
19th centuries.

Aramis Navarro (1991) is an artist
based between St. Gallen and Zurich.
Through the analysis of broader lin-
guistic models, he observes the evo-
lution of belief systems in contem-
porary society. His work has been ex-
hibited in institutions such as the
Kunstmuseum St. Gallen, Kunst(Zeug)
Haus, Kunsthaus Zofingen, Kutlesa
Gallery, Paul Hafner Galerie, and
Kinstler und Projekthaus Torstrasse
in Berlin, and more recently with

a solo exhibition at ALTEFABRIK

in Rapperswil. In Palermo, he created
a series of audio installations based
on the relationship between occult
spells and messages used in artificial
intelligence technology.

Elisa Pezza (1998) lives and works
between Torino and Zurich. Her re-
search focuses on affirming curatorial
practice as an artistic practice.

She holds a bachelor’s degree

in Contemporary art from the Libera
Universita di Bolzano and a master’s
degree in Curatorial Studies from
ZHdK in Zurich. In Palermo, she con-
tinued her research, collaborating
with the Sicilia Foundation to create

a mapping of Sicily focused on moun-
tains and their civilization, including
rituals and ceremonies.

PALERMO CALLING/
ART&SCIENCE FELLOWS
2024

Fabrizio Furiassi (1983) is an architect
and researcher at the University of
Basel, while Maria D. Rapicavoli (1976)
is an artist based in New York. The
research they carried out in Palermo,
A Sicilian theater: the bunker court-
room of the Ucciardone prison in
Palermo, aims to connect and organize
fragmentary data on the bunker
courtroom and the maxi-trial against
the mafia, which, due to natural
disasters and archival neglect, is at
risk of being lost. In this context,

the project aims to critically examine
and artistically reconstruct the history
of the courthouse architecture in
relation to its political history in order
to preserve its memory and make

it accessible to a broader public.
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SCIENCE, RESEARCH, INNOVATION
The 2024 scientific programme, with
three in-house series—Dispute, Innova-
tion, and Art-Science—, focused on

the much-debated issues of technological
innovation, approached from a socio-
political perspective.

Within the Dispute series, the conference
Digital Vulnerability and Cyber Security
in Society: Potentials and Risks, organ-
ised with the ICRC and supported by
our long-term partner, the Embassy of
Switzerland in Italy, focused on the cur-
rent issues of cybersecurity. The experts
traced the connections between the
domains of war, humanitarian action, and
civilian Internet use. They engaged

their audiences in a discussion of how
democratic societies and digital users
(public and private actors, NGOs,

and individuals) can actively address the
digital risks, harms, and dilemmas

they encounter in their respective fields.
For the Innovation series, we chose the
theme of sustainability in near-Earth
space, placing the accent on the intercon-
nection between sustainability on Earth
and sustainability in space. The day-long
Space Dependency and Sustainability
conference, co-produced with ETH and
EPFL, embodied an interdisciplinary
approach with an overview of the risks
represented by debris remaining in low
orbit and available technological so-
lutions, without excluding the attendant
ethical issues.

ART & SCIENCE

The Art-Science series presented two
events created jointly by the artistic

and scientific curators. Kinship in Trans-
formation was inspired by the theme of
the spring exhibition ON LOVE, featuring
performances and contributions by
writers and theorists reflecting on his-
torical and contemporary notions of
kinship and intimacy. The second event,
On Writing, comprised a workshop and

a lecture featuring a performance reading
and was designed for the Fellows

and explored writing both as an art form

and as a practice relevant to different
artistic and scientific domains. Architec-
ture was represented in the series of
Swiss Talks, which brought together Swiss
and ltalian architects at three events

in Rome, Venice, and Milan dedicated
this year to the intersections between
architecture and territorial design. Istituto
Svizzero has also published, together
with the publisher Caryatide, the volume
Conversations on Architecture. Swiss
Talks. Around and Beyond, with the

aim of restoring a significant fragment

of the project from 2017 to 2023.

The events created by the Fellows

in the Pomeriggi series reflect the
diversity of the residencies and artistic
and scientific practices at Istituto
Svizzero. For example, the science
Fellows, working at the overlap between
cinema and art history, drew in an
audience interested in themes as diverse
as La fine del genio creatore, organised
by Camilla Paolino and focusing on
feminist art criticism in the 1960s and
1970s, or CinePaesaggi by Jacqueline
Maurer, on rural landscapes and their
role in recent Swiss and Italian film-
making. For artists, the workshop led by
Léa Katherina Meier, AHAHAHAH Archivi
dei sentimenti HIHIHI, attracted over
100 participants, as well as the weekend
exhibition Carousel by Mia Sanchez,
featuring other artists.

ART

The arts programme was characterised
by a variety of events and exhibitions

by artists of different disciplines, genera-
tions, and perspectives. The highlights
of the programme were once again

the two exhibitions in Rome. The collective
exhibition ON LOVE, dedicated to the
sentiment as a gesture capable of fuelling
political action, brought together eight
artists who presented recent or site-
specific works. The Shahryar Nashat solo
exhibition Blood Most Precious in the
autumn allowed the artist to explore the
representation of the body, pursuing
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his research in new and existing works.
Organised in collaboration with MASI
Lugano, which presented a similarly de-
signed solo exhibition in the spring

in Lugano, this sophisticated exhibition
at Villa Maraini generated consider-

able interest, also on social media, draw-
ing in some 4,200 visitors during the
first weeks. The collaboration was
complemented by an artist’s book co-
produced with MASI Lugano.

In Milan, we consolidated an engaged
audience thanks to three exhibitions
with the artists Jiajia Zhang, Maude
Léonard-Contant & Monia Ben Hamouda,
and Monster Chetwynd in the spaces

of Istituto Svizzero and the presentation
of The Most Beautiful Swiss Books

at SPRINT -Independent Publishers

and Artists’ Books Salon, seen by more
than 7,000 visitors. Our participation

in the Design Week in Milan at the House
of Switzerland (in collaboration with

Pro Helvetia and Presence Switzerland)
was an occasion to explore the inter-
section of art and design with an installa-
tion in the spaces of Istituto Svizzero

by Fatima Wegmann Guinassi and Karen
Pisoni, two young artists who created

an immersive space conducive to con-
templation and reflection.

In Rome, the two traditional concerts

in spring and autumn, in collaboration,
respectively, with the Montreux Jazz
Artists Foundation and the Moods Club,
drew in a very large audience to listen

to and appreciate a demanding selection
that also enabled an exchange between
the emerging Swiss and Italian music
scenes and a professional encounter be-
tween musicians and programmers.

We concluded the year with our three-day
performance festival in mid-December,
Sol Invictus, in Milan (in collaboration with
Fondazione ICA Milano), Palermo (in
collaboration with Officine Bellotti), and
Rome with artists in the fields of per-
formance, contemporary dance, visual
art, and sound design. The three evenings
were well attended by the arts com-
munities in the three cities.

COLLABORATIONS & PARTNERS

The feedback from professional circles
has been extremely positive. The large
number of professionals—from Italy and
other countries—taking part in openings
or events, or proposing their own ini-
tiatives, confirms that Istituto Svizzero is
a venue recognised for its transdisci-
plinary nature and well respected in Rome
and beyond. These exchanges evidence
the renewed interest for the Fellows,

on the one hand, and for the programme,
on the other. This year, 47 new partner-
ships and collaborations in different
forms were forged, demonstrating

a solid dynamic in very different forms

of collaboration.

On the academic level, Italian universities
or research institutes regularly come
forward with proposals for new collabo-
rations. Numerous conferences, semi-
nars, or roundtable discussions have
enabled us to maintain active contacts
with Swiss and ltalian researchers,
professors, and institutes through ex-
changes touching on a broad diversity
of disciplines.

The ltalian universities engaged this year
are: Accademia di Belle arti of Florence,
the Pontificia Universita Gregoriana,

the Sapienza University of Rome, Ca’
Foscari University of Venice, the University
of Trento, and the Roma Tre University.
The following Swiss universities and
colleges were active participants in 2024:
ETH Zurich, the Basel Academy of Art
and Design FHNW, the Accademia

di Architettura of Mendrisio (with ISA-
Institute of the History and Theory of Art
and Architecture), the Centre Maurice
Chalumeau en sciences des sexualités
(CMCSS) and the Geneva Heritage

Lab of the University of Geneva, the Ecole
polytechnique fédérale de Lausanne -
EPFL, the Haute Ecole d’Art et de Design
of Geneva-HEAD, the Institute Art
Gender Nature (IAGN), nccr-on the move,
the University of Basel, the University

of Berne, the University of Fribourg, the
University of Geneva, the University of
Lausanne, the University of Neuchatel,
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the University of Zurich, the Universita
della Svizzera italiana, the Wyss Academy
for Nature of the University of Berne,

the Zurich University of the Arts - ZHdK.
Other institutions of a more international
nature collaborated in a number of key
events in the programme such as the Uni-
versity of Malmé (La Mobilita umana),

the University of Miinster (Roma aeterna),
the ICRC (Cyber Security), and DARIAH
(Digital transformation).

In the realm of the arts, Istituto Svizzero
continued its partnerships with public
(museums, institutions) and private
(foundations, off spaces) entities from
its bases in Rome, Milan, and Palermo.
It consolidated its collaborations with
important festivals in Rome (Roma Europa
Festival, Short Theatre), maintaining

a presence for Swiss dance and other
performing arts in Rome. Other collabo-
rations were renewed with the film,
dance, or book festivals in Milan (Cineteca
Milano, Danae, Fabbrica del Vapore,
Locarno a Milano, Milano Art Week,
SPRINT - Independent Publishers and
Artists’ Books Salon), here too with

a shared programme. Istituto Svizzero
has also renewed its partnerships with
[talian cultural institutions (Azienda
Speciale Palaexpo of Rome, MACRO,
MAXXI, MUDEC, Mattatoio, Teatro

di Roma) or private foundations and ini-
tiatives (Casabella, Fondazione ICA

in Milan, Palazzo Butera, Fondazione
Sant’Elia, Fondazione Sicilia in Palermo,
Mousse, Lateral, Spazio In situ in Rome)
thus encouraging—beyond the resi-
dencies—the scheduling of Swiss artists
outside of Switzerland. Partnerships
